The purpose of this correspondence is to provide you with details of upcoming changes to the Louth, 

Cavan, Monaghan Division, arising from the phased implementation of An Garda Síochána’s Operating 

Model. 

 

The Operating Model is a key element of the transformation programme “A Policing Service For our 

Future”. The Operating Model is restructuring Divisions to put community policing at the centre of the 

Division. Each Division will be comprised of four Functional Areas: Community Engagement, Crime, 

Performance Assurance and Business Services.
